    At Mt. Vernon Township High School all prescrip-
tions and over the counter medications which the 
school nurse administers to students will be done 
with a doctor’s authorization and parental consent.

Students who wish to park on campus must obtain a Mt. Vernon Township High School Parking Permit.  
Parking permits may be purchased during registration for $20 for the entire year.  Students are required 
to complete an application and must have evidence of a valid driver’s license along with proof of current 
insurance for each vehicle that will be driven to school.
