cash for Clunkers proves successftul for local deale

Seen rows of old cars on the dealer lots lately? Driving through Ford
Square, one will notice many residents have taken advantage of the

0Cash for Clunkerso6 program.

By turning in an old o0clunkerd
fered up to $4,500 to spend to-
wards a new one. The program
ran July 27 through August 24.

Even though t he 0Cash for
Clunkerso program, al so known as

C.AR.S. (Car Allowance Rebate
System), is over, dealerships are
still having sales and are giving
rebates for vehicles. The federal
government and the Obama ad-
ministration came up with the
program for the U.S.

Tyler Toyota general sales
manager, Mr. Trevor Moore, ex-
plained that Cash for Clunkers is a
program funded by the federal
government that allowed people
to trade in inefficient cars or
trucks for more fuel efficient new
cars. They then would receive a salvage yards for parts.
rebate between $3,500 - $4,500
depending on the car they selected.

The U.S. is one of few countries that have participated in Cash
for Clunkers. Germany first started it in February of 2009. German
officials gave up to $3,600 towards a new automobile as long as the
old car was at least nine years old.

Japan also had a program similar to Cash for Clunkers. Instead
of vehicles, they traded in old tractors. Mr. Ken Feather, technol-
ogy and engineering teacher, explained that the Japanese could
trade in tractors that werenot
tractors would be sent overseas for disposal.

To determine which rebate one was eligible for, depending on
which category one was in, all depended on the miles per gallon
improvement.

After trading in a clunker car, the dealerships have require-
ments with the government that must be met.
